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Introduction

The Fife Fire American Football Club was formed in 2006, re-establishing American
football in the Kingdom following a 10 year absence. The Fire have a goal to not
only establish our sport again in Fife but also to provide a structure for young
players to flourish and meet their sporting potential.

As the club grows there is for the first time in Fife an organisation able to provide
opportunities for young players to participate in the sport of American Football at
all age and experience levels. The Fife Fire are a forward-thinking organisation
and are focused on organic growth and development of players, and have one of
the most qualified groups of coaches in the country.

Our mission statement

It is our mission to promote, supervise, develop and assist the interest of youths
in American Football within the communities of Fife.

To apply the discipline of sports, to teach good sportsmanship, the competitive will
to succeed and the values of team play.

We will actively promote wholesome well being through good health, physical
fitness & nutrition, and social association with other people, through proper
leadership.

In doing so, we will promote safe play, and prevent and actively discourage violent
play and unsportsmanlike behavior at all times.

The Fife Fire — what it costs

The Fife Fire are an amateur non-profit organization, and the cost of each season
is funded almost entirely from within the club’s membership. Playing both home
and away fixtures against teams all across Scotland and even England, in addition
to customary costs for practice grounds, facilities, league registration etc. means
that ensuring the club’s future is directly tied to covering our costs each season.

An estimated breakdown of costs anticipated in our inaugral year is shown below.

Estimated total cost for the year 2007 - £4800

Key cost components

Travel to away fixtures - £1,500
Player registration fees - £300
Player uniform costs - £1,000
Game day costs for home fixtures - £1,000
Training Facilities hire - £1,000



The benefits to you and the team

At present the vast majority of the club’s financial burden is borne by the players
themselves. All of our players pay for the privilege of playing this costly sport,
and our coaching staff offer their time on a voluntary basis. We endeavour to
keep player contributions at a minimum, especially such a young age group,
which is not always possible without the help of external sponsorship. Currently
costs to players acts as a barrier to offering the sport to all.

The club has worked very hard to secure initial funding, and with the help of oneoff
grants, has managed to purchase the required safety equipment. However in
such a specialised game, there is always more needed.

The ability to film games and practices, and then use specialist equipment to
analyse player performance, would allow coaches time to be even more effective
at developing our players. Also bringing in training equipment (tackle bags, blocking
shields, step over bags) would enhance the quality and specificity of the training
we can offer our young players. This is typically very expensive when compared
to almost any other team sport played in this country.

By associating with the Fife Fire, our sponsors enjoy the benefits of the club’s
local and national media profile. Both locally and nationally, the Fire are well
represented in print, broadcast and online reporting. As club partners and sponsors,
your organisation can enjoy the same exposure.

The combination of good results on the field, local interest in the club, and news
about our leading players going on to National Team trials all make for good
column inches.

The Fife Free Press, one of Fife’s dominant weekly newspapers boasts a readership
of over 60,000, and the Fire have enjoyed good exposure. The Fire's own website
[www.fifefire.com] attracts well over 1,000 unique hits per month. News about the
club also appears in the weekly gridiron magazine “First Down”, as well as
The Courier, The East Fife Mail, Glenrothes Gazette and The Fife Leader.

Heading into our first competitive year local interest in the Fire is high. More and more
youths are playing Fire Football, and the club is poised for a run to join the country's
top flight.



Sponsoring Fife Fire— the opportunities

The Fife Fire are seeking sponsorship for the 2007 season, and for the future as
we continue to grow.

We offer the opportunity to support the sport at a grassroots level, making it
accessible to all the youths of Fife for years to come. The ways in which you can
sponsor the Fire are many and varied, and we can easily tailor a bespoke package
to suit you, depending on your level of financial commitment.

A few examples of sponsorship packages
are briefly outlined below: -

Game Day Sponsorship

The Sponsor covers game day costs for a home fixture. While the full cost of
hosting a fixture is in excess of £600, levels of sponsorship for games can be
negotiated.

The game will be publicised and reported using the media strapline ‘Game Day
sponsored by [your company name here]….’.

Costs for individual games, up to a whole season of game day sponsorship can
be negotiated.

Game Ball Sponsorship

The sponsor covers the cost of game balls used in each game or for the whole
season. In return, the sponsor’s name will be quoted in any and all press releases,
game reports and other publicity for the game. Game ball sponsorship also provides
a half page advert in our game day programme.

Game Ball sponsorship is just £25 per game.
Game Ball season sponsorship is only £100 for all regular season home games.



Travel Sponsorship

With the Fire travelling across the country, travel expenses are a major cost. Travel
sponsorship would cover some or all of these costs, in return for use of the sponsor’s
name in any and all press releases, game reports and other publicity for the relevant
away game. Our travel sponsor will receive a full page advert in our game day
programmes.

Travel sponsorship varies depending on fixture, but typically is in the range of
£300-£500 per away games in Scotland and £500 - £750 for away games in rest
of the UK.

Game Day Programme Sponsorship

All Game Day programmes sold at each Fire home game will bear the sponsor’s
advert.

Programme sponsorship is just £12 for a half-page advert, £20 for full-page advert.

Team Sponsorship

Sponsor the Fire through an entire season. Sponsor name will be synonymous
with the Fife Fire as team sponsor, including press release and publicity at time
of sponsorship announcement, and for the duration of the season. Team sponsorship
will also secure named shirt sponsorship for 1 year.
